The First Reading Job 42:1-6, 10-17
Job answered the Lord:

And the Lord restored the fortunes of Job when he had prayed for his friends; and the Lord gave Job
twice as much as he had before.

The Lord blessed the latter days of Job more than his beginning; and he had fourteen
thousand sheep, six thousand camels, a thousand yoke of oxen, and a thousand donkeys. He also had
seven sons and three daughters. He named the first Jemimah, the second Keziah, and the third Keren-
happuch. In all the land there were no women so beautiful as Job’s daughters; and their father gave
them an inheritance along with their brothers. After this Job lived for one hundred and forty years, and
saw his children, and his children’s children, four generations. And Job died, old and full of days.

The Second Reading Hebrews 7:23-28

Every high priest chosen from among mortals is put in charge of things pertaining to God on their
behalf, to offer gifts and sacrifices for sins. He is able to deal gently with the ignorant and wayward,
since he himself is subject to weakness; and because of this he must offer sacrifice for his own sins as
well as for those of the people. And one does not presume to take this honor, but takes it only when
called by God, just as Aaron was. So also Christ did not glorify himself in becoming a high priest, but
was appointed by the one who said to him,

“You are my Son, today | have begotten you”; as he says also in another place,

“You are a priest forever, according to the order of Melchizedek.”
In the days of his flesh, Jesus offered up prayers and supplications, with loud cries and tears, to the
one who was able to save him from death, and he was heard because of his reverent submission.
Although he was a Son, he learned obedience through what he suffered; and having been made
perfect, he became the source of eternal salvation for all who obey him, having been designated by
God a high priest according to the order of Melchizedek.

The Gospel of the Lord Mark 10:46-52

Jesus and his disciples came to Jericho. As he and his disciples and a large crowd were leaving Jericho,
Bartimaeus son of Timaeus, a blind beggar, was sitting by the roadside. When he heard that it was Jesus
of Nazareth, he began to shout out and say, “Jesus, Son of David, have mercy on me!” Many sternly ordered
him to be quiet, but he cried out even more loudly, “Son of David, have mercy on me!” Jesus stood still and
said, “Call him here.” And they called the blind man, saying to him, “Take heart; get up, he is calling you.”
